When learning about EOF, you will see:
EOF expands to an integer constant expression, with type int and a negative value, that is returned by several functions to indicate end-of-file, that is, no more input from a stream;

And this:
The value of EOF is a negative integer to distinguish it from "char" values that are in the range 0 to 255. It is typically -1, but it could be any other negative number ... according to the POSIX specs, so you should not assume it is -1.

So if you write: 		while((c = getchar()) != EOF) 	//Be careful with those parentheses!
I believe you will be comparing EOF to the side-effect value from getchar (which will give you the negative value), rather than comparing it to the value of the “char c”.

Another possibility is to read until you get a file error because of an attempt to read beyond the last character, then you could handle that error in the code. Of course, this is beyond the requirements of the homework.

As for CRLF vs LF vs CR, you should test for these specific values to determine line endings. 


These changes make your code independent of compiler and platform.
